Translations, not more than one for each issue,
and not necessarily in each issue, which are
hosted in the section Witnessing;

Brief Presentations: Works presenting and de-
scribing key issues related to professional ,orga-
nizational and institutional functioning of the
National and international TA community. Brief
descriptions are hosted in the section Inside the
professions;

Book Reviews hosted in this specific section,
which will include a cover picture of the book re-
viewed and whenever possible of the author as
well;

Events National and international events con-
cerning the TA community (in some cases re-
quiring payment to be published), hosted in the
section /AT Calendar.

Critical Reviews of an article published in the
previous number Response;

Abstract and contributions of Graduate students
or Doctoral students hosted in the section Work
in Progress. The section is also open to papers
from professionals in a work in progress status.
